2. Target assessment for AI activity 

3. Selection of animals for synchronization 

4. Extension work towards convergence with different Govt. Schemes  

 
Dairy farming is reliable source of sustainable livelihood for small and marginal 

farmer. The potential of livestock is proven by BAIF. BAIF working for livestock 

development from 1967, now working in 12 states spread over 30,000 villages. In 

extension to this programme, with help of NAIP project BAIF-MITTRA started 

four AI centers in tribal part of Chandrapur and Gadchiroli.

Process:- 

 Process of cattle camp started right from selection of village for camp. We 

decided to organize camp in Welwa for Welwa nad ashta villages. 

It was discusses with the villagers to know their interest in livestock. The 

discussion showed positive response from villagers, they wanted such an activity. 

Villagers seem to be willing to help us for this. We could arrange a camp on the 

ground of Z. P. School in village. To link up it with local livestock development 

activity, government officials were invited for the event. Dr .Burande, LDO and 

Dr. Meshram, Asst LDO were very helpful, welcomed such activity and were 

present for the camp. 

The timing for animals check up was 8 to 11 in the morning. As people were 

already informed, the response was good. We could start check up of animals and 

could do spraying and vaccination of animals as needed. One surgery for 

castration was done by LSS Mr. Mshakhetri. 

Afer lunch, lectures by government officials were arranged for more information 

on the subject.  Government officers talked about need for fodder production, 

cross-breeding and development of milk market. Dr. Burande explained different 

schemes of pachayat sammiti for livestock development. Dr. Meshram gave 

information about AI activity. Ms Chayabai Lonare, Sarpanch of welwa talked 

about the NAIP project and explained different interventions in it. Overall it was a 

good program from pint of view of awareness building regarding our program. 

Activities undertaken:-  

·  Infertility checkup 

·  Ecto-parasite control 

·  De-worming of animals 

·  Castration of animals 

·  Vaccination with help of Govt. department  

Total 400 Cattle were checked up at the camp, out of total 40% are females and  

60% are males, 50 buffalos and 75 goats. 

 

 

 



 
   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Result of different activity:- 

·  Infertility checkup shows that nearly 90% female cattle and buffalos 

suffering from repeat breeding and anoestrus problems. Possible reason 

may be lack of balanced ration to animals round the year as in this area 

animals fed only on paddy straw and soyabean shell. Animal get green 

fodder only in monsoon. 

·  Calf of buffalos shows worm load signs  

·  Ecto-parasite infestation is not big problems in this area. 

·  In last few days Govt. dept. reported the cases of HS and BQ therefore we 

carried out vaccination for animals. 

·  One castration operation performed   

 
Out Come of the camp: - Baseline surveys show that people in this area are 

very reluctant towards the livestock, they are only interested in the males for 

agriculture purpose. But at this camp many people showed willingness to 

participate in this program, as a result tentative list of animals for 

synchronization programme is ready. AI target set for this area is around 15-20 

per month. 



Impact: - The camp somewhere started change in people’s attitude towards 

livestock. They showed interest in AI activity. Some farmers are ready for 

plantation of fodder plots. Some showed willingness for goat raring.
